When we 

purchased our boarding facility, one of 

the horrible things that we noticed was 

the lack of appreciation for the desert 

that many people had.  They left rash 

all over.  We promptly used one of our 

large trash trucks from my recycling 

company and spent the day in the de-

sert picking up trash.  I was happy to 

hear that this is a big part of SHA in 

maintaining the trails and keeping 

horses safe.  As we all know, there is 

nothing better than sitting on our horse 

and watching the sun go down after a 

long day.   I believe SHA has the power 

to help all, so we can continue to enjoy 

these things while keeping our ever 

changing community happy as well. SHA 

has been pivotal in laying some ground 

rules to represent the horse community. 

Now I feel that SHA needs to raise their 

profile a bit, be heard and known, 

growing a stronger voice for horses. This 

would serve to engage more of the 

horse community as a whole including 

the trail riders, the show barns and all 

people who utilize, work with and love 

horses. Our community is ever changing 

and SHA needs to change in the proper 

direction with it.

As one of the youngest and only fe-

males in the male dominated field of 

Recycling and Document Destruction in 

the Nation, I feel that my ultimate ca-

reer highlight was when our company 

turned the corner and became the larg-

est document destruction com-

pany in the state of Arizona. Currently I 

have 122 employees. The profit that was 

earned by the Arizona Center for the 

Blind has enabled us to further the devel-

opment of our rehabilitation center and 

help many more of the visually impaired 

individuals in our valley. We have in-

creased our profits to the point that the 

rehabilitation center had been able to 

enhance the current work retraining pro-

gram from 4 computers to 19, plus a 

whole new computer lab. The thought 

that not only have I stepped into a diffi-

cult position, I have helped to make it 

work and expand, not only for pure 

profit, but for the betterment of our com-

munity. 

 

As I stated before, being a female in a 

male dominated industry has proven to 

be a challenge to which I have risen fully. 

I feel that one of my greatest accom-

plishments has come from the fact that in 

the beginning, I was not happily ac-

cepted by my staff, now we are a huge 

team that works like a well-oiled ma-

chine. Knowing that I came into a difficult 

situation and seeing the change in not 

only our work environment but also the 

change in our business, is by far is one of 

my greatest accomplishments. My staff 

now seeks me out for my opinion and my 

knowledge.
